33 By faith these people overthrew 

kingdoms, ruled with justice, and 

received what God had promised 

them. They shut the mouths of lions,34 

quenched the flames of fire, and escaped 

death by the edge of the 

sword. Their weakness was turned to 

strength. They became strong in battle 

and put whole armies to flight. 35

But others were tortured, refusing to 

turn from God in order to be set free.

Therefore, since we are surrounded by 

such a huge crowd of witnesses to the 

life of faith, let us strip off  every weight 

that slows us down, especially the sin 

that so easily trips us up. And let us run 

with endurance the race God has set 

before us. 2 We do this by keeping our 

eyes on Jesus, the champion 

who initiates and perfects our faith.  

Because of the joy awaiting him, he 

endured the cross, disregarding its 

shame. Now he is seated in the place of 

honor beside God’s throne.3 Think of 

all the hostility he endured from sinful 

people; then you won’t become weary 

and give up.
